Their Time

folder—one for you, and one for your teen. 
Anytime someone encourages you or says 
something kind, write it down or print it 
out and put it in the folder. Refer back to 
the folder contents anytime you need some 
encouragement. 

Bed Time

Pray that you and your teen will see the good 
things God has created in you both (not just 
the bad like we often do), and the ways He 
is always with us to help us with whatever 
life brings.

Meal Time

At a meal this week, ask: “If you could 
celebrate your birthday in any way 
possible—cost is not an issue—how would 
you celebrate?”
